Notes of summary of meeting by Dave Hansen. This is not in order of actual discussions. 
Meeting called to order by Linda Wright at about 1 PM. Meeting ran from 1 to about 3 
PM. 

1. Board unanimously approved the appointment of Anthony Arieas to fill the 
vacancy from the resignation of Jen Michaelis. 

2. Report made on the December 2009 Chapter meeting and networking social.  
3. Linda Wright and Geney Terry stressed that all 5 Officer Board members (does 

not include ‘Director At Large’) need to be members in good standing of URISA 
International. This meets requirements for URISA International liability insurance 
coverage for Chapter events. 

4. Dan Henderson reported on CalGIS 2010. In December, Dan sent out the 
information from the CalGIS Committee. Everyone who can is encouraged to 
attend and participate in the annual CalGIS Conference. Conference is at Hyatt 
Huntington Beach, April 18-21. Dan will be attending as Chapter representative. 
He will be contacting Lisa Lubeley, CalGIS 2010 Conference Chair about any 
other needs that she has from the Chapter. 

5.  Linda Wright reviewed the Chapter events over the last few years in preparation 
for scheduling this year’s events. 

a. Planned URISA Certified Workshop for the May time frame to occur just 
prior to the membership year. Lorri, Geney, and Dave will work together 
to prepare for this workshop. Initial steps will to review the current list of 
workshops to identify a short list for a survey of interest by the 
membership. 

b. February workshop was discussed with Ian McGovern. He has one 
confirmed speaker. Several additional speakers were also suggested. Topic 
is Web based GIS. It will be on February 10 at the West Sacramento 
Galleria. A save the date flyer will go out to the email list in the next few 
days. Anthony will handle the communications on the flyer.  

c. The fall Chapter meeting is expected to be presentation format. A list of 
possible topics will be started. A selected topic is expected to be picked 
this spring. 
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d. GIS Day in November is on the schedule. Depending on response to this 
event it may be modified as was the case last year to a short presentation 
format with a networking event following the presentation.  

e. Spring elections for Board positions – Dave Hansen and Diane Mastalir 
will be preparing information on the nomination and election process. This 
process should be completed before the May Board meeting. There are 5 
board terms ending in June - President Elect, Secretary, Treasurer, and 2 
Director At Large.

6. Treasurer’s Report by Geney Terry – see separate information on actual bank 
account status. The Chapter basically has over $8,000 in the account. 

7. Web, email, member and sponsor lists were discussed.  

• The Google site has been useful for many of the Board members. They 
suggested that Anthony do a web presentation on the potential for the site 
perhaps with DimDim. Anthony will add Geney, Maria, and Charmaine as 
administrators of NorCal Google. He will also add minutes and scanned 
documents to the site. We will submit names of people allowed on the site 
since it is basically an internal board site.  We will discuss later the 
options of making it public. The Google Chapter site is the preferred site 
for posting events to the calendar.  This will allow the webmaster to check 
this site for any updates to the public website.  By storing most of the 
chapter files on Google, it was thought that this would be a good backup 
for our data. 

• The Chapter web site provider should now be switched from Earthlink to 
GoDaddy. The current pages on the site are out of date and have incorrect 
information particularly on calendar items. It was decided that Robert 
needs to transfer the website to godaddy (point server) and cancel the 
earthlink service.  Lorri and Geney will set up Vertical Response for 
membership mailings – Linda will send Robert a note to export all 
Constant Contact groups and send them to Lorri. Darrin noticed some old 
data on the web and will email Robert the particulars.  Linda will email 
other edits on the web page. 

• Membership database – Lorri reported she should have something on this 
by the end of January.
